Dear Parents / Carers

It is with enormous pleasure that I write to share the fantastic news that our school has once again been rated ‘Good’ by Ofsted. This follows a one-day Ofsted inspection, which as you know took place in October.

I am delighted that Ofsted has recognised all the excellent work going on here at Holy Trinity and that ‘our school vision of growing and learning through Christ in faith, family and friendship, is at the heart of everything we do.’ The inspector commented that ‘Holy Trinity was a harmonious place for children to work and grow.’

[bookmark: _GoBack]The report also recognised our school’s ‘happy and safe environment where children respect and welcome diversity in their school community’ and are ‘polite and courteous to each other’; with behaviour being ‘extremely good.’ It also mentions how we work hard to include pupils with Special Educational Needs and/or disabilities in all aspects of school life.

We could not have achieved this without your support and I would like to take this opportunity to thank all of you, your fantastic children and our dedicated staff for their hard work and commitment, which has helped to make Holy Trinity such an amazing place to learn and grow.

The report highlights many key strengths of our school. Some areas that make us very proud include:

The inspector was impressed that our children were ‘committed to their learning ‘and take pride in their work and want to do well’ and that ’pupils work hard because they know that teachers have high expectations of them.’

Pupils say that ‘little or no bullying takes place in school’ and that ‘staff take bullying seriously’ and the inspector noted that ‘leaders deal with bullying effectively.’

Parents and carers ‘speak positively about our school and its leadership’ and that they ‘appreciate the inclusive nature of the school and its family feel.’

‘Trips and visitors to the school also enrich the experience of pupils. Children learn about tolerance, respect and understanding.’

‘The teaching of reading is a priority…reading is at the heart of the curriculum.’

Staff feel ‘valued’ and ‘leaders are respected by staff, who recognise how committed leaders are to the school and its community.’

‘Safeguarding is effective. Leaders have created a strong culture of vigilance to ensure that pupils are safe from harm. Pupils and families in need of support are quickly identified.’

‘Governors know the school well and effectively challenge leaders, making appropriate checks on the quality of education and safeguarding.’
