[bookmark: _GoBack]From Year 1 – 6, all Computing lessons are planned using the PurpleMash Computing scheme of work. EYFS children have access and learn through the MiniMash and PurpleMash programmes. Most computing sessions will take place on technological devices such as; computers, laptops or iPad. This is to ensure children are ready for a digital world where they will have to think computationally. Lessons that don’t require the use of computational devices may include Online Safety lessons and unplugged activities such as -  using BeeBots or writing a set of instructions (an algorithm).
Why is Computing an important part                                of our curriculum?
Computing is a vital part of our curriculum due to our evolving digital world. Computing is all around us and most people will use technology in some form on a daily basis. Due to some children not using technology at home, it is imperative for us as a school to teach children all about the positives and the dangers of it.
