Our school values mutual respect, kindness, and friendship. It is essential that we model these behaviours for our children to emulate. Therefore, I kindly request that these standards are adhered to while on school grounds or participating in any school-related activities.

I would also like to personally thank those parents who tried to step in to de-escalate the situation by reminding others of expected behaviour, especially with our children being present.
