Why is Religious Education an important part of our curriculum?
R.E. plays a major part in promoting the Christian aims, values and ethos of the school as expressed in our Mission Statement: ‘Growing and learning in Christ through, faith, family and friendship.’ 
The subject, Religious Education is important for developing the self-worth and esteem of every pupil with knowing that God loves us unconditionally and forgives mistakes we make as we learn and grow. Children are taught about God’s love, their Christian responsibilities and are provided with experiences of Church and daily Worship along-side Anglican and Christian traditions.  
What does Religious Education look like at Holy Trinity CEP School?
At Holy Trinity, we follow the Blackburn Diocese syllabus (revised September 2024) which is an inquiry-based curriculum with Understanding Christianity being a key supporting resource. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The teaching of Christianity takes up 70% of RE curriculum time and the other 30% of time includes appropriate teaching about other major world faiths and views. 
Through the RE curriculum, we strive to support children with understanding Christianity and to help them respect, appreciate and understand people of other faiths or none.
