Religious Education – curriculum statement of intent

At Holy Trinity CE Primary School, RE has core subject status and is given a high priority.

One of the main purposes of religious education is to enable children to become religiously literate. We aim for children to be able to participate in balanced discussions about religion and beliefs. One of the ways we do this is by asking and getting children to answer ‘big questions’, which can be very difficult to answer or have no answer at all.
