	Children and staff are able to use new area all year round. Area is used for morning play and lunch times daily by all ks1 and EYFS children. Area is used for additional play area for various activities such as dance, gymnastics and yoga.

Brand new football kit for ks1 and ks2 purchased plus brand new sports kit for events purchased for ks1 and ks2. Having new kit that the children will feel special in has improved their self-esteem and confidence when participating in any sporting event for school.

All classes from Year 1- Year 6 had the opportunity of a dance instructor to come in and deliver 6 weeks of high quality dance sessions. It helped develop their movement skills and also their confidence and communication skills. 6 classes (183 children) learnt a dance routine where they performed their routine in front of another class/ parents.
	This has had a positive impact as it has created an extra space for children to use for playtimes/lunchtimes and for clubs and PE Lessons.


Children feel very proud when representing the school in any sporting event. All kits are suitable for all children which helps with their self-esteem.




As a result of the dance sessions, staff feel more confident in delivering dance during curriculum time. Also the profile of dance has been raised which has resulted in the school running a dance afterschool club which is used as preparation for a dance competition later in the school year.

	1.Staff are more confident in delivering PE lessons and children receive a higher quality lesson.
1.1- Staff have been working along-side the coaches to help upskill the staff in various areas- striking and fielding/ invasion games/ Dance/FMS. Staff feel more competent in delivering these P.E units as their subject knowledge has been improved.
1.2- App provided lesson plans and assessment material which helps assess all children and see where they are excelling and where gaps may be areas of their learning. Embed good practice across the School with support from school sports partnership.


2.-Sports council lead activities and 
organize intra-school competitions such as personal best challenges once per week with focus on school games values. Stickers used as rewards. -All children in KS1 and KS2 had access to this each week
2.1-Allows children the chance to represent the school in a competitive/non-competitive sports event.
2.2- All classes are participating in the daily mile with rewards for the most miles achieved by a class. Morning clubs- Monday- Friday and after school clubs- Monday- Thursday are offered throughout the week- average of 20 children attending each club. Active play times and lunchtimes organized by the Playground leaders with an element of personal best challenges every Friday.

2.3- Pop up Pool hired for 2 weeks. Children from year 1-6 accessed 4-6 30 minute sessions each week delivered by a very experienced swimming instructor and life guard. A huge increase in children’s confidence and skills was noticed and represented in the data. As a result, we have already arranged to hire the pool next school year. Skylar from year 3 quoted “my confidence in swimming has improved a lot thanks to the lessons”.

2.4-Playground equipment purchased to allow children to take part in structured and free play activities. New football nets which will be used for clubs weekly to 40 children per week. Also for football friendlies/ rugby matches. Regular audits to maintain levels of stock.


3.Themes have been introduced to PE lessons which have had a positive reaction as children are learning and using the theme during and out of PE which transfer to clubs and playtimes. Attitude to P.E and school sport has been noticed by staff which is improving the quality of P.E lessons.
3.1 Sports council use Stickers as rewards for children who show good school game values during playtimes/ personal best. All children in KS1 and KS2 had access to this each week.

4.Pupil Premium children and SEN children have been targeted to attend inclusive sports events organized by the BSSP. 100% of our KS2 pupils and 80% of our KS1 pupils attended a sports event which helped boost their confidence.
4.1 Coaches booked through BSSP- Multi skills- year1/ multi skills- year 2/ tennis- year 3/ Handball- year 3/ rugby- year 4/ Handball- year 4/ Rugby- Year 5/ Contact Rugby- year 5 and 6/ Lacrosse- Year 6. 85% of pupils received high quality coaching sessions improving their skill/confidence and social skills.
4.225 children from KS1 and 25 Children from KS2 accessed 5 weeks of high quality coaching focussing on football skills where the skills learnt are transferred to using during P.E and intra/inter school competitions.
25 children from KS1 and 25 Children from KS2 accessed 5 weeks of high quality coaching focussing on fitness and how to keep their mind and body healthy. Children then use skills learnt into their PE/ Intra and inter school events.
25 children from KS1 and KS2 accessed 5 weeks of high quality coaching focussing on Dance. This club saw a huge improvement in children’s self-confidence.
25 children from KS1 and KS2 accessed 5 weeks of high quality coaching focussed on skills based around the Olympics. This saw a huge development in children’s FMS which can be used in Intra school based competitions. 
25 children from KS1 and KS2 accessed 5 weeks of high quality coaching focussed on Tri Golf. This was a great extra-curricular offer as many children had never experienced playing golf and used the skills associated with golf. As a result 4 children began to play golf outside of school.
25 children from KS1 accessed high quality sessions of ultimate Frisbee. This was a completely new sport that we introduced to our children. It focused on all invasion game skills (passing, moving and tactics). Ashton from year 5 quoted “ the fencing sessions were so much fun”


4.3All classes from Year 1- Year 6 had the opportunity of a dance instructor to come in and deliver 6 weeks of high quality dance sessions. It helped develop their movement skills and also their confidence and communication skills. 6 classes ( 183 children) learnt a dance routine where they performed their routine in front of another class/ parents. Staff observed and worked alongside to improve their confidence and knowledge to deliver dance in the future. Joey from Year 6 quoted "I have really enjoyed the lessons and I have gained confidence and knowledge in dance" 

4.4- Coach Simon led a Contact Rugby morning club delivered to Year 5 and 6. 12 children (9 boys/3 girls) took part for 6 weeks. The children learnt the core values of rugby (team work, communication and passion) plus developing their passing/tackling and tactics. Children had a fantastic time and 3 children went on to sign up for Burnley Rugby Club. Holy Trinity will continue to have a good relationship with Coach Simon and continue with more Contact Rugby sessions next year. We are holding another Contact Rugby Inter-school event on our school field. Franco quoted “I loved the rugby sessions that now I signed up to play outside of school”

5. Burnley College football, boys and girls, indoor athletics, mixed cricket, orienteering, contact rugby, year 5/6 and ¾ cross country, Tag rugby, athletics, gymnastics. 75% of all ks2 Children as a result of the Competition and festival offer provided by the BSSP have represented the school. This has encouraged children to continue to be more active in and outside of school.

Year 3 multi- skills festival (4 children). Netball festival (8 children) Basketball cluster (6 children) Tag Rugby Festival (8 children) C4L Event (4 children)
Sport 4 All- Multi-skills (8 children)

All children who attended were targeted children who are less engaged and have low confidence in PE and Sport. All children had a positive experience and were more motivated and positive about engaging in PE and Sport.
As a result, 68% of the children who attended now attend sports

All classes from Year 1- Year 6 had the opportunity of a dance instructor to come in and deliver 6 weeks of high quality dance sessions. Staff observed and worked alongside to improve their confidence and knowledge to deliver dance in the future. Joey from Year 6 quoted "I have really enjoyed the lessons and I have gained confidence and knowledge in dance
	As a result, we have already arranged to hire the pool next school year. Skylar from year 3 quoted “my confidence in swimming has improved a lot thanks to the lessons”. It was a positive experience for all involved and parents were very impressed and we have noticed more children attending swimming lessons outside of school as a result of the Pop Up Pool.

The profile of dance has increased all across school since the Dance PE lessons. As a result, we entered a dance competition this year where 19 children represented the school and came 4th out of the whole town. It was a great experience for all the children and we will be entering the dance event each year. Staff’s confidence in delivering Curriculum dance has improved a lot since the dance coaches came and are not feeling more comfortable in delivering a high quality PE lesson for next academic year.

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres?
	76%
	The 24% of children who didn’t manage to swim a distance of 25m began their swimming with school without any prior swimming experiences or confidence but we feel they have made significant progress during their swimming time at primary school.

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl, backstroke, and breaststroke]?
	70%
	70% of children are very strong swimmers and can swim using a range of strokes effectively. The other 6% of children who can swim 25m struggled to effectively swim using breaststroke. 



	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort are able to perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations?
	76%
	Safe self rescue was performed over 2 swimming sessions and the swimming instructors were very happy and confident with the high performance of the 76% of children.
