In our first English unit, we will be focusing on the lovable bear, Paddington. 
‘A Bear Called Paddington’ by Michael Bond is our class novel and we will develop our extended writing skills, creating a narrative based on a model text with innovated plot structure.
Using the knowledge learnt about London through Paddington’s adventures, we will also create a newcomer’s information leaflet/guide to London.
We will also use the novel as a means to develop other forms of writing, to study grammar and punctuation, and to further develop reading comprehension skills. 
Handwriting and spellings will continue to develop, with an early focus on correct pen grip and letter formation, and on the year 3 spelling list and high-frequency words. 

Maths:
We are continuing to use our scheme in mathematics called Maths No Problem. 
Throughout our first half term we will be looking at: 
· number and place value, reading writing and ordering numbers. 
· mental calculations, strategies for addition and subtraction. 
· written addition and subtraction, formal written method.
In addition, there will be a continued focus on the development of multiplication tables through consistent practice.  
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Science: Light
We will study different sources of light, how shadows are formed and their properties. 
We will study how light is reflected from surfaces, how light from the sun can be dangerous, when shadows are formed, and even learn the patterns and sizes of shadows change!
