	English- Traditional Tales with a Twist

We will continue to follow the Read, Write, Inc. scheme to learn our Set 1, Set 2 and Set 3 sounds. We will also have ‘Talk’ English lessons where we will be reading and writing about a variety of Fairy Tales and of course we will be talking about them, retelling them and acting them out. Please help your child by reading and enjoying as many fairy tales at home to support them in their learning. 
Our home reading books are changed every Monday and Thursday. We ask that you read the home reading books 3 times to help increase your child’s fluency. 
Our class library day is every Wednesday. 
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	Mathematics (Maths No Problem)

Chapter 4: Multiplication and division of 2, 5 and 10 
This includes looking at different ways of sharing and grouping before investigating the links between multiplication and division and odd and even numbers.

Chapter 5: Length
This chapter helps children to get a better understanding of how to measure length (m and cm) and progress to measuring in real-life contexts. 

Chapter 6: Mass
This chapter includes measuring mass in the contexts of kilograms and grams. They will learn to read a scale, compare weights and solve word problems relating to mass. 
 



	Science 
In Science we will identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, such as wood, metal, plastic, water, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses. We will investigate if any materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching. Ultimately the children will learn that materials have different properties.
