Introduction
Art and Design stimulates creativity and imagination. It provides visual, tactile and sensory experiences, offering children a unique way of understanding and responding to the world around them.
Statement of Intent
Art gives children the opportunity to express their sense of vision through observation, experimentation and illustration. They are encouraged to explore their imagination and creativity using a wide variety of media, including pencil, crayon, ink, fabric, wood, clay, paper, plasticine and printing techniques.
Aims: The National Curriculum for Art and Design aims to ensure that all pupils:
· Produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences.
· Become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design techniques.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design. To know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms.

Objectives
Our Art and Design Curriculum will:
· Provide a wide range of stimulating opportunities that promote enjoyment, success and self-esteem.
· Develop pupils’ visual perception, curiosity and sensitivity to the natural and built environment through observation and direct experience.
· Foster making skills across different media, techniques and scales, building confidence to realise ideas in both two and three dimensions.
· Encourage visual investigation and the gathering of resources to support creative ideas.
· Promote evaluation and review of personal and peer work, both individually and in groups.
· Develop understanding of the visual elements of art (line, colour, texture, shape, form, tone, pattern) and how to use them effectively.
· Help pupils appreciate art and design as a positive force in everyday life.
· Support pupils in responding to and articulating opinions on art and design using specialist vocabulary.


Curriculum
Early Years
In the Early Years Foundation Stage, art and design play a crucial role in supporting children's development across all areas of learning. We relate Expressive Arts and Design for the children, to the objectives set out in the Early Learning Goals, which underpin the curriculum planning in EYFS. Through both adult-led activities and opportunities within continuous provision, children are encouraged to explore a wide range of materials, tools, and techniques, allowing them to express their ideas, thoughts, and feelings creatively. 
Continuous provision provides an enabling environment where children can independently access resources such as paint, collage materials, natural objects, and mark-making tools, fostering imaginative play, and the development of fine motor skills. These experiences support the development of critical thinking, communication, and emotional expression, laying a strong foundation for future learning in art and design.
Key Stage 1
Pupils are introduced to different ways of expressing ideas and feelings visually by:
· Exploring and developing ideas through drawing, collecting and discussing.
· Using a range of materials and tools for drawing, painting, collage, textiles, digital media and printing.
· Talking about and adapting ideas during the creative process.
· Learning about colour, line, texture and shape.
· Looking at the work of artists, designers and craftspeople from a variety of cultures, times and local contexts.
Key Stage 2
Pupils deepen their understanding of how ideas and feelings are communicated visually by:
· Investigating, recording and developing ideas using sketchbooks.
· Exploring and refining work through self-evaluation and peer feedback.
· Expanding knowledge of visual and tactile elements such as colour, line, shape, tone and form.
· Studying artists, designers, architects and craftspeople from different times and cultures, and using this knowledge to inform their own work.

Inclusion
All pupils, regardless of gender, ability, including gifted and talented, ethnicity or social circumstance, have equal access to the curriculum and are supported to make the greatest possible progress. Teachers plan carefully, considering:
· Outcomes, tasks and levels of questioning/support.
· Resources, groupings and classroom management.
Support staff are deployed effectively to assist individuals or groups where appropriate.

Health and Safety
Pupils are taught to use materials, tools and equipment safely. Teachers closely supervise activities and introduce sharp or specialist tools as pupils demonstrate readiness and maturity.

Assessment, Reporting and Recording
· Pupils reflect on their work individually, in groups, and through self-assessment.
· Teachers use formative assessment strategies throughout lessons.
· At the end of each year, teachers make a summative judgement on pupils’ attainment and progress against the National Curriculum.
· Progress is reported to parents/carers annually.
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
