	Abstract substantive concepts (e.g. Justice and Equality) are encountered regularly within our history curriculum.  Pupils secure a schema (a collection of knowledge) for each concept, so they are then better prepared to learn new material.  For example, children studying Mary Seacole, in Year 2, will make connections to Ella Fitzgerald's fight for equality previously studied in Year 1.  These topics will then prepare children for future learning, such as the flight to abolish the Transatlantic Slave Trade in Year 6.  A central question accompanies the pupils on their journey through each concept to promote retention, understanding and communication of knowledge, e.g. Justice/ Equality: How and why have people fought for justice and equality in the past?

	Disciplinary knowledge is knowledge of how historians study the past and construct claims and accounts. For example, a historian might write a causation argument making claims about the causes of the Great Fire of London. Historical knowledge (substantive) and knowledge of how historians work (disciplinary) support each other.  For this reason, in our units, we connect substantive and disciplinary knowledge to create enquiry questions, e.g. What features of London, a long time ago, might have helped cause the Great Fire of London? (Substantive – Civilisation/ London a long time ago.  Disciplinary – Causes)
