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	Mathematics

Chapter 7: Temperature
In the temperature chapter we will learn how to read and estimate different temperatures. 

Chapter 8: Picture Graphs
This teaches children how to read a selection of picture graphs. 

Chapter 9: Word Problems
In this chapter, pupils will be looking at using addition and subtraction to help them solve word problems.

We will also be working through past Maths SATs papers. There are two Maths papers. Paper 1 is arithmetic and Paper 2 is reasoning.

We will be looking at artists such as Seurat (to recreate pointillist art using the Pointillism template) Piet Mondrian (and recreate it using the Lines template), William Morris (and recreate it using the Patterns template).
